Year 11 Jobs and Skills Careers Fair – Monday 7th October 2024 

I would like to take this opportunity to let you know of the Jobs and Skills Careers Fair, which is taking 

place on Monday 7th October 2024 from 9am-6pm at Forum 28, Barrow in Furness. The event is in 

partnership between Inspira, Cumbria Careers Hub and The Department for Work and Pensions and 

is sponsored by Sprit Energy, MSH, Holiday Inn, and Brilliant Barrow. The event is open to the public 

and no pre-booking is required. 

The Careers Fair will have representation of local colleges, apprenticeship providers and employers 

who have live vacancies across a variety of sectors.
